Choose Early Voting or Election Day voting.

If you plan to vote early, choose an Early Voting
location and time at shelbyvote.com.

If you plan to vote on Election Day, find your assigned
polling location at shelbyvote.com.

Review the sample ballot before you go. In this
election, you get to choose your preferred county 
candidates.

Visit shelbyvote.com to review the final list of
candidates for each primary.

Check shelbyvote.com before you go to ensure there
are no polling place changes due to unforeseen
circumstances.

Grab your state or government-issued photo ID before
heading out to the polls.

Use the machine-marked ballot or request a hand-
marked ballot.

Take your time and double-check your selections
before casting your ballot.
